Types of Joints

Different types of joint design
include:

Lay-on joint:
The two halves of the pliers are
placed on top of each other but
not milled out.

Single joint:

Half thickness of each plier
handle is milled away in the
joint area so that both handles
can be laid into each other.

Box joint:

One handle of the pliers is slit.
The other handle is pushed
through this slit. This joint
design can withstand a high
level of load and strain because
the joint bolt is supported on
both sides and the pushed
through handle has two side
ways bearings.




The maximum values indicated always stay for
the performance limit under the most favourable
cutting conditions, when the wire is placed as
near as possible to the joint.
